Call to Order

I. Review and Acceptance of Minutes from Selectboard Meeting held on Friday, January 7, 2011.  DB moves to accept minutes as written. DWL 2nd;  Unan. Approval  
II. Old Business
A. Gooseberry Road Culvert – JB informs board that a letter was sent to Ruth requesting permission to work on the Gooseberry Road culvert but the town has yet to receive a request.  ROS requests that JB call Ruth.  Board reaches consensus that Paul Charpentier will move ahead with the project once permission is granted.

III. New Business
A.  MEMA Project Completion - ROS will handle arrangements once he returns to the island.

B. 2011-2012 Budget – JB distributes copies of the current fiscal year budget for SB members to review and explains timetable for completion of budget in time for printing of the annual town report.  ROS requests JB inform those with contributing information be contacted. Board discusses timetable leading to annual town meeting.  
i. Selectboard should have a draft of budget complete by April 1st
ii. Public meeting to discuss budget items to occur week of April 3 – 9

iii. Final Selectboard review and approval of annual town report April 22, 2011
iv. Annual town meeting to be set for the first Monday in June. (June 6, 2011)

C. Town Wharf Pilings - AF raises issue of rotting pilings on the town wharf and recommends that the community avoid parking over the first three pilings on the right side of the wharf when facing the harbor.  AF discusses the possibility of submitting a grant request to replace the pilings as well as preparation of a grant for replacement of the whole dock using SHIP funds.  He will inform the board once information of their availability is confirmed.  Board requests that the harbor committee inspect the area and make recommendations to the board.  ROS requests a detailed specific report from which a grant or bid proposal can be created.

V. Other Business
A. Fire Department - JB informs board that the new Brush truck is in the fire bay and submits cost of insurance to board ($ 176.00 annually).
B. Frenchboro School raises concern with the Board that the snowplow contract is not being upheld as the section of road in front of the parsonage is not being plowed.  The school explains its concern regarding the safety of students when being dropped off and picked up from school. JB informs board that the Town has received a letter from MDI Regional School System Superintendent and the school’s insurance company who have reviewed the situation and request immediate action on part of the Board to act on the situation. DWL responds that the contract states only that money can be withheld for breach of contract and that the plow operator will not be plowing this section of road.  ROS voices that the Board can authorize the school to hire someone to plow this section and deduct payment for this service from the snowplow contract.  RR asks why the section has not been plowed.  DWL responds that the ground was too soft to plow without damaging the property and now the snow has piled too thick and frozen to address the situation.  AF asks who has been clearing the stairs. P. Charpentier did once and DWL has been doing this since.  Public comments on situation regarding the plowing contract and private property and actions of previous plow contractors on island.  ROS feels that no further debate will advance the issue.  JB asks if board has reached a consensus on the matter or if they wish to vote.  ROS entertains motion to adjust the current contract and authorize for the school board to hire an individual to plow this section if they so choose; payment is to be deducted from snowplow contractors payment.  AF 1st. DB 2nd. Four affirm. DWL abstains.  Motion passes. 
C. P. Charpentier informs board he has yet to receive his 1099.  JB informs PC that she has contacted RLB on the issue and is awaiting a reply.
