I. Review and Acceptance of Minutes from Selectboard Meeting from Friday, February 11, 2011.  AF would like to amend the section on wharf work to include “preparation of a grant for replacement of the whole dock.” AF moves to accept as amended. DWL 2nd. Unan. Approval. 
II. Old Business
A. Recycling Bins – JB presents new options to the board.  In an effort to ease in the recycling program and limit cost, the solid waste committee proposes that the collection of newsprint, paper and cardboard products continue inside the community building as adequate shelters to keep these materials dry are not available.  Options for the removal of plastics and metal cans include a single roll off for both materials or two separate containers.  The Board discusses pros and con of each option and review cost estimates.  AF requests JB look into the option of using cardboard containers for all materials as they would have the most secure lid.  AF recommends the town rent containers to measure volume and use before considering purchasing a container.  Board asks JB to develop a more detailed explanation of containers to include pictures.  JB will present at next Selectboard meeting.
B. MEMA Project – ROS will review.

C. 2011-2012 Budget – Selectboard will use the first part of the next Selectboard meeting (3/11/2011) as a budget workshop.  

III. New Business
A. Foreclosure Property – JB informs the board that according to the process of unpaid taxes the eighteenth month period after a tax lien is filed has passed and the Monte Smart property has gone into automatic foreclosure.  As of February 16, 2011 the property is automatically transferred to the town and the Selectboard should decide whether they wish to hold the property of dispose of it.  AF questions the time period and would like to know when the process began; insists on a specific date.  JB does not have that information.  JB has spoken with Town lawyers; if town wishes to dispose of property they will create a quit claim deed that absolves the town of any responsibility to the new owner or interested parties.  Board is not prepared to make a decision at this time ROS recommends that the Board take more time to look over the facts.  JB reminds board that they have 60 days as 2/16/2011 before the town is automatically liable for hazards on the property. 
B. FOAA – JB informs Board that the town has received requests for copies of public documents under Freedom of Access Act at substantial cost to the town.  JB asks if board would like to create a policy for determining cost of copies to alleviate burden on town.  ROS asks if a previous policy exists.  While town officials remember a policy existing in the past, there is no physical record of a policy on file.  ROS asks members of the board if any of them would like to take on this task.  No volunteers.  Discussion tabled until next meeting.
