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Call to Order

Duncan Bond nominates Robert Roxby to serve as Chairperson for tonight’s meeting. DWL 2nd. Unan. Approval. I. Review and Acceptance of Minutes from Selectboard Meeting from Monday, May 2, 2011.  RR notes that the weight of the trailer is inaccurate.  It should read 2,200 lbs not 22,000 lbs. DB moves to accept as amended.  AF 2nd. Unan. Approval. 
II. Old Business
A. URIP Summer Roads Money – JB asks if board members have ordered cold patch yet.  Board discusses options with member of the public Paul Charpentier.  Funds would buy approximately 10 yards of cold patch and that keeping a large amount of cold patch in good condition would be difficult.  Board asks to look at exact list of allowable uses of URIP funds.  Item 15 allows for “banking it for future projects”.  RR moves to bank the funds. DB 2nd. Unan Approval – JB to inform Treasurer Rachel Bishop to set up account for this purpose.
B. Army Corps of Engineers – no progress reported. tabled

C. Ferry Pier Generator – RR discusses with board: the trailer he was first considering is not adequate as the weight capacity must also calculate in the weight of the trailer.  The next size up is $2,699 with a capacity of 2,085 lbs.  Board discusses whether to change amounts in budget proposed at town meeting.  DB moves to leave warrant as is and not adjust amounts in this line item.  RR 2nd. Unan. Approval.

III. New Business
A. Ad for Town Administrator Position – ROS not present to report, Tabled.

B. Town Meeting Warrant Edits – JB informs board that the audit of the current fiscal year budget shows that the fellow’s rent/utilities and Social Security/Medicare accounts will be overdrawn and the board should add a warrant article requesting that the Town move some funds from the general fund to cover the overdraft.  Board asks for estimates.  JB cannot provide an amount at this time but estimates that amount is under $1,000.00.  Board will table vote of additional warrant edits until a more exact estimate can be produced.

V. Other Business

A. Solid Waste Committee – JB informs board that the solid waste committee has met and developed some solid waste/recycling initiatives.
i. The SWC proposes the purchase of 10 blue recycling tubs for the collection of paper in the community building.  Funds used would be from the redeemable program’s income and would not use any funds appropriated from the 2010-11 FY budget. DB moves to approve proposal. DWL 2nd. Unan. Approval.

ii. Solid Waste Committee members have found open containers of waste oil in the dumpsters and are concerned of the potential environmental hazard this poses to the health of residents.  As Hazardous waste is only collected once a year, the SWC understands that storage of this material is sometimes burdensome on individuals and asks if Board will consider having a interim storage unit overseen by the Town.  Board discusses and raises serious concerns of potential risk of liability by taking possession of the material and risk for large spillage.  Board asks for alternative solution.  JB suggests that SWC could concentrate on education in an effort to reduce amount of hazardous waste going into the general waste stream.  SWC will make efforts to educate community on additional waste site drop offs on mainland.  Board suggests potential sites.

iii. SWC proposes the purchase of three RT vehicle ferry tickets to continue the redeemable recycling program. Funds used would be from the redeemable program’s income and would not use any funds appropriated from the 2010-11 FY budget. RR moves to approve proposal. DWL 2nd. Unan. Approval.
B. DWL informs board that there have been incidents of vandalism on the island.  Personal property left at the Ferry Pier was damaged in a way that suggests intent to harm.  The incident is believed to have occurred between 9:30 am and 1:00 pm on May 19, 2011.  The Board notes that the incident did occur and state their concern.
