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Call to Order

Duncan Bond nominates Robert Roxby to serve as Chairperson for the meeting. AF 2nd. Unan. Approval. The meeting was called to order at 6:02 pm on Friday, June 3, 2011 by serving chairperson Robert Roxby. Selectboard members David W. Lunt, Arthur Fernald, Robert Roxby, and Duncan Bond were in attendance. Administrative Assistant J.Bellah was in attendance.   6 members of the public were also present.  
Agenda

I. Review and Acceptance of Minutes from Selectboard Meeting from Monday, May 2, 2011.  DB makes correction: Call to order should read May 20 not May 2.  Agenda item 1: Selectboard meeting was held on Monday, not Friday. DB moves to accept as amended.  AF 2nd. Unan. Approval. 
II. Old Business
A. Moorings - ROS is not present to speak.  Board will table until next Selectboard meeting.  AF recommends that the board consider amending the harbor ordinance to allow floats in the harbor.  He further recommends that the town hold ownership of permits for the moorings. 
III. New Business
A. JB informs board that the accountant has reviewed the annual town meeting warrant and has recommended multiple changes.  
i. Article 21 was added. The warrant was missing the necessary language to raise funds.

ii. Articles 21-24 were grouped together as all raise funds.  A note was added totaling the funds to be raised should all articles pass as recommended.

iii. The accountant recommended that the trailer generator be raised as a separate article rather than the public works budget as it is a onetime expenditure.

iv. Article 26 was added to the warrant to authorize moneys from the general fund to cover overdrawn accounts.

Board discusses whether the amount in the generator article should be raised to cover all anticipated expenses.  DB so moves. AF 2nd. Unan. Approval.

B. Board discusses date and times for a public meeting to address the warrant before town meeting and holding the picnic before annual town meeting.
i. DB suggests that the pre meeting warrant discussion be held Thursday June 16, 2011 at 7:00 pm. Board moves to change next selectboard meeting to immediately follow. 
ii. RR moves to hold the pre meeting picnic at 1 pm at the church.  

DB moves to pass both suggestions. AF 2nd. Unan Approval
C. Fire Department – JB informs Board that Swan’s island fire chief has contacted Rebecca Lenfestey regarding a fire truck that the SI department is willing to gift to Frenchboro.  It is a 1977 truck and is in need of approx. $8,000.00 dollars of repair before it could pass a pump test.  The Board asks for the Fire departments recommendation on the matter.  JB informs the Board that she and the fire chief have discussed the matter and while we deeply appreciate Swan’s Island’s generous offer we are concerned that because of its year and the required work to be done,  the vehicle would not best serve Frenchboro as a primary response vehicle at this time.  The Board reaches consensus that any final decision should wait until after town meeting when the budget may or may not be passed.  DB moves to abide by the fire department’s recommendation and hold off on acquiring a new vehicle. DWL 2nd. Unan Approval.

V. Other Business

A. Tax Excise Report – DB moves to accept as submitted.  DWL 2nd. Unan Approval.  Tammy DesJardin is present and informs board that an error was made on this form and will be corrected on the forthcoming report.
B. Treasurer’s Report – DB moves to accept as submitted. DWL 2nd. Unan Approal.

C. School snowplowing issue – The school board requests that “the Selectboard give assurance that the school will not be placed into a similar position this coming winter where the section of school drive in front of the parsonage will not be plowed.”  School board requests that if the Board does not enforce the contract as written then those monies should be transferred to the school budget to insure the area is plowed. DWL asks why this section needs to be plowed as it is private property.  Marissa Rozenski responds that the property is Town property and that the road is a one way drive during school hours and needs to be plowed.  DWL asks for proof that the property is owned by the Town. AF suggests that the land needs to be resurveyed. MR informs board that the ownership of the property does not influence the needs of the school and that plowing this area as a right of way is a matter of school safety.  The school’s insurance company has informed the school board that should the area not be plowed and the school’s entrances kept clear they will pull the insurance contract and the school will be closed. RR asks that if the property is privately owned by the church, does the church have objection to it being plowed.  DB responds that he spoke with Dean Lunt in the winter and was told the church has no objection.  DWL says the area was not plowed last winter because the conditions did not allow it. DB asks what the contractor Travis Lunt’s position on this matter was. DWL says no one contacted him about the incident and that the contractor may choose not to hold the contract in the coming year.  RR states that the board does need to have assurance that the contract will be fulfilled as written and recommends that the contractor Travis Lunt be invited to attend a selectboard meeting to discuss the issue in a public forum.  Paul Charpentier asks about the ownership of the church property and if the buildings are insured.  JB informs Board that neither the church nor parsonage are listed as assets to the Town and are not insured through the Town. RR states that he firmly believes the Town does not own the property but that the snow plowing issue should be handled with the contractor present. Board asks JB to arrange TL to attend a selectboard meeting.
D. Donna Hasal asks what number should be called for lifeflight and what changes have been made to the service since the spring training. JB informs her that the spring training was cancelled but that the organization hopes to hold another training day.  Currently residents should call 911 and regular lights should not be shined on the landing field as this will impair the night vision of the pilot.  Life flight personnel now wear night vision goggles. 

E. Donna Hasal asks for a progress report on the comprehensive plan survey. JB informs her that data aggregation and analysis is still being preformed but the committee hopes to present results at annual town meeting. 

F. Donna Hasal recommends that the overlay not be put toward the following year’s taxes but instead accumulate in accounts receivable in order to cover the growing amount of unpaid taxes. The Board will take the suggestion into account during the coming year.
