July 12, 2011
Call to Order

The Board reaches consensus to call the meeting to order at 6:21 pm on Friday, July 8. Selectboard members David W. Lunt, Pat McEachron, Robert Roxby, Robert Stuart and Duncan Bond were in attendance. Administrative Assistant J.Bellah was in attendance.   15 members of the public were also present.  New Board members are sworn in by Tammy DesJardin.  DB initiates the discussion to determine a chair for the fiscal year and recommends the addition of an assistant chair to aide that position.  Board discusses who believes they will be able to devote the most time and who has the most inclination to hold the position.  RR nominates ROS Selectboard chair and PM as Assistant Selectboard chair.  DB 2nd. Unan. Approval.

I. Review and acceptance of minutes from Selectboard Meeting from June 30, 2011.  DB moves to accept as written. RR 2nd. Unan. Approval. 
II. Old Business
A. Town Administrator Ad – ROS speaks to the history of the development of this position and creation of a job description/ delineation of town governance duties written this spring.  Board reviews draft of the advertisement for the position. Board questions JB on her thoughts on the ad based on her understanding of what the position entails.  JB speaks to the amount of work and estimated hours expected.  Board discusses wording of salary and expected time commitment; settle on 12,000; 11 hours a week for 11 months of the year.  Application time period open until August 15, 2011. Advertisement will be listed on MMA website, Island Institute publications, statewide paper, Bar Harbor Times, etc.  PM moves to accept draft as amended and send it out for publication. 
III. New Business
A. Swearing in of Elected Officials - Tammy DesJardin and Rachel Bishop exercise notary power and swear in all present officials elected at annual town meeting.
B. Town Positions Appointment – 
i. Code Enforcement Officer/Plumbing Inspector – ROS recommends contacting Lyle Dever to see if he is interested in continuing in this position.  

ii. Health Officer – ROS states that the Town needs to establish a working relationship with a qualified individual and recommends that the board attempt to partner with neighboring municipalities.

iii. Town Clerk – Board discusses if any residents have put forth their names.  A few had but have since withdrawn.  Board will continue to make efforts in the community.

iv. Harbor Master – Arthur Fernald has put forth his name. DB moves to appointed proffered names and approve plans of recruitment for the positions of Harbor Master, Town Clerk, Code Enforcement Officer/Plumbing Inspector and Health Officer. RR 2nd. Unan. Approval.
v. Road Commissioner – Board will serve as a collective body.

vi. Animal Control Officer – ROS and JB inform Board that efforts were made last fiscal year to fill this position collaborating with neighboring municipalities.  PM and JB will continue to seek these avenues. Beverly Roxby will communicate need at Maine Island Collation Meeting.
vii. On Island Administrative Assistant - Board asks for any submitted names. Rebecca Lenfestey has asked to be considered for the position. JB presents a new job description detailing work involved.  Board considers possibly waiting until after a Town Administrator is hired to make sure that these positions mesh well. DWL replies that it would be prudent to hire the position while JB is still present to assist in training and that any changes to work style can be made later.  PM moves that as the job description has not been posted before the meeting, appointment should not occur until a later selectboard meeting.  DB 2nd. Unan. Approval.
viii. Constable – Nate Lunt has put his name forward. DB moves to appoint Nate Lunt, DWL 2nd. Unan. Approval.

C. Freedom of Access Training – JB informs Board that they must complete the FOAA Training and sign a certificate to that effect.  Board and other municipal officials will complete and turn in within the month.
D. Elected/ Appointed Officials paper work – Board completes

E. Mail Association Employee Hire – Marissa Rozenski, lead postmistress, has submitted a recommendation to the Board to approve the hiring of Crystal Barrow as an employee of the Frenchboro Mail Association.  DB 1st. PM 2nd. Unan. Approval.

F. Harbor Ordinance – ROS recommends that a member of the Selectboard take on the role of liaison to the Harbor Committee to begin this process.  Board discusses the desired timeline of completion; Draft should be ready to go through the public review process by January 2012 with the bulk of work done in the fall.  RR moves that PM will act as liaison, DB 2nd. Unan Approval; PM will call a Harbor Committee meeting as there is no standing chair to do so.  Public voices their interest on being on the committee. Board responds that it is an open committee and takes names.

Unan. Approval.  Board asks if they may meet with JS on Saturday July 9, 2011 to go over details of the fundraising efforts more fully. JS agree meeting to be held at 9:00 am.

C. Tammy DesJardin – Former Town Clerk asks if Board would vote her in as interim Town Clerk solely for the purposes of mailing in monthly reports that are due.  TD makes clear she does not wish to continue in this role.  PM moves to appoint Tammy DesJardin as interim Town Clerk. DB 2nd. Unan. Approval
